Learning  the  books  of  the  New  Testament

We don't need 
to worry or be anxious, because God hears us and 
is completely trustworthy (p.s. we are getting a lot 
of ideas for our Fall lessons from 
kidsofintegrity.com.

Bible verse this month
“Set a guard over my mouth, O Lord; 
keep watch over the door of my lips.”    Psalm 141:3 
(This is month 2 for this verse! One more month and it should stick!)

Here's  a  little  idea  for  how  you  can  talk  to  your  child  about  lying. 
Find a spider's web (outside or on the internet) and talk about how a bug 
gets trapped in the web. The more it struggles, the more entangled it 
becomes. Worse yet, once the bug is all tied up, the Spider comes along 
and the bug becomes its dinner! In a lot of ways, that is like us when we 
lie. We get more stuck and more stuck, and then we are right where 
Satan wants us. You can ask your child questions like:

1. Do you think the bug wishes it had never flown into the web?
2. Do you think it will ever get it out?
3. Have you ever wished you hadn't told a lie?
4. Who could get the bug out?
5. If you lie, who should you go to for help?
